"The flowing forms of the letters have been an inspiration to 
me since my youth." Mordechai's love of these forms is evident in 
every piece he creates. His vibrant shapes and colors enhance 
synagogue, home and agency interiors, stained glass, tapestries, 
paintings, murals, and silk screen prints. 

His unique style evolved as a result of various influences. He was a 
member of the first graduating class of Akiba Hebrew Academy. 
While studying at The Philadelphia College of Art, Abstract Expres-
sionist professor Franz Kline profoundly influenced Rosenstein. By 
uniting his interest in Judaica and painting, Rosenstein has given a 
contemporary meaning to the art of Hebrew calligraphy. �
