Dear Friends, 
 

Chanukah is upon us.  We typically 
think of the holiday as (perhaps) his-
tory’s first recorded war for religious 
freedom.  The Jewish people during the 
second century BCE fought to be free of 
Antiochus’s attempt to make all of his 
subjects adhere to Greek practices and 
beliefs, with him as the chief god.  The 
people of Judah rose up in revolt, with 

Torah as their battle cry. 

But the real story of Chanukah is actually more complicated 
than that.  There were also some Jews who were enamored of 
Greek thought and social mores, who were willing to cooper-
ate with Antiochus.  Others wanted to secure their own power 
and authority by making an alliance with Egypt.  Some zeal-
ous Jews believed that these two groups were traitors and had 
to be assassinated!  The story of Chanukah is about civil war 
as much as a war of religious independence.  After Antiochus 
was forced to break off the campaign (because of unrest in his 
capitol), the quarreling and fighting among Jewish groups con-
tinued, until one group invited the Romans to intervene.  And 
that was the end of Jewish independence in the Promised Land 
for 2000 years. 

What can we learn from this?  We Jews need to learn to 
live together cooperatively.  That was a major focus of 
discussions among leaders (elected and otherwise) of 
our congregation last month at a half-day conference of 
just under thirty people.  How can we best bring to-
gether disparate groups in our diverse congregation 
while meeting their varied needs?  This group of wise 
men and women came to understand that there are 
many activities we can share together, and there are 
some in which spiritual satisfaction will best be derived 
through separate avenues.  A great many programmatic 
ideas resulted from these discussions – it was an in-
credibly productive afternoon and evening.  Enough 
ideas were generated to fuel creative advances in our 
synagogue’s life for several years to come. 

Dedicated people can demonstrate that the synagogue 
can become ever more vibrant, when their passion and 
insight are joined with compassion and cooperation.  
That was certainly the case at the conference last 
month.  We are fortunate to have such caring people 
who are so willing to strengthen Jewish life at our con-
gregation��

The History of our Synagogue 

   In the summer of 1952, a group of Lakewood residents 
gathered informally to discuss the state of the local Jewish 
community.  All agreed that it was time for an organiza-
tion that could provide for the educational, religious, so-
cial and cultural needs of Lakewood Jewry.  

   The fifty-five charter member families paid annual dues 
of twelve dollars to be part of a new and exciting venture. 
The Sunday School was held in the homes of volunteer 
teachers who were trained to teach children Hebrew.  
Synagogue services were conducted in many locations – 
Legion halls, churches, schools and private facilities.  An-
nual social events like the Purim Ball achieved great re-
nown. 

   On Yom Kippur Eve, 1954, Louis H. Boyar, co-founder 
of Lakewood, and S. Mark Taper presented the commu-
nity leadership with the deed to the property at our present 
site.  By this time, the Jewish Lakewood Community Con-
gregation, as it was then called, was growing quickly. 

   The synagogue officially changed its name to Congrega-
tion Ner Olam on March 20,1961 when a merger was 
made with Woodruff Community Temple.  The Woodruff 
property was sold and thoughts of building on the present 
site began. 

   The temple name was changed to Temple Beth Zion in 1962.  
At a formal presentation on June 13, 1965, at the Long Beach 
Jewish Community Center, the designs for the new temple 
building were unveiled.  For four years the synagogue strug-
gled to raise funds for this new enterprise.  In the late spring of 
1969, ground was broken and construction began.  Religious 
education and daily prayers had to continue.  With the help of 
the Long Beach, JCC, the entire congregation of Beth Zion was 
“exiled” for the duration. 

   The community observed with eager anticipation the pro-
gress of their new spiritual home. Up from the foundation 
arose the familiar trapezoidal dome.  Vigorous efforts were 
underway to furnish the interior.  By February 1970, the build-
ing was nearing completion.  A Torah homecoming was joy-
fully celebrated on April 12.  The cornerstone, quarried in Is-
rael, was re-laid on September 20, and the formal dedication 
took place with a magnificent dinner on October 18, 1970. 

   As the synagogue prospered, it gained even greater stature in 
the area.  Temple Sinai, long a traditional pillar of Judaism in 
Long Beach, began discussion with Temple Beth Zion about 
fusing the strength of these two institutions.  In the spirit of 
kinship and communal service, the merger took place in 1974 
to become Temple Beth Zion Sinai.  With a 49 year history of 
success in Long Beach and with dedicated and experienced 
members, Temple Sinai brought new energy and insight along 
with them. 

   In the late 80’s when the Huntington Park Temple closed its 
doors, Temple Beth Zion-Sinai offered to bring over their me-
morial boards that are on the wall of our chapel.  Some of their 
members joined.  After many years of discussing a possible 
merger, Temple Beth El of Long Beach joined our Congrega-
tional family in August 1990. 

   Throughout our years, we have maintained a conservative 
mantel, but in 2006 we invited a Reform Rabbi to lead us and 
became an independent Synagogue.  In keeping with this new 
adventure, our name was changed once more, to Congregation 
Shir Chadash – a New Song.   

Shabbat service is organized.  It will be necessary for you to 
attend several Shabbat morning services to become comfortable 
in the service.  Others in the congregation will be glad to an-
swer any of your questions.  As part of your B’nai Mitzvah pro-
gram, you will help lead the congregation in many prayers, 
have an Aliyah, and possibly do a reading from the Torah and/
or Haftorah.     

Since this requires commitment on both your part and Shir 
Chadash, there will be a small fee for this training.  The fee has 
not yet been decided, but it will certainly be reasonable.  

If you interested in starting towards your Bar or Bat Mitzvah, 
call Carol (562) 429-0715 and she will put your name on the 
list for Adult B’nai Mitzvah training.

First we will all light 
our chanukiot (Chanukah menorahs).  We will sing joyous 
Chanukah songs, share a lovely Erev Shabbat service, and 
watch the Dancing Dreidel do pirouettes while casting Cha-
nukah gelt on our heads!  And just imagine the Oneg Shab-
bat v’Chanukah that will follow! 

We will also enjoy a special treat – the very first lighting of 
our new, enormous Chanukiah, made lovingly by Ed Engle 
(with moral support by his wife, Estte) for the children of 
Congregation Shir Chadash.

MINI-COURSE  ON  CELEBRATING   
SHABBAT  BEGINS  DECEMBER  14 

People often ask how to celebrate Shabbat.  Congregation 
Shir Chadash will demonstrate via a mini-course entitled 
“Celebrating Shabbat.”  The course will he held once 
monthly from December through February.  The first ses-
sion, open to all congregants and guests, scheduled on De-
cember 14, 2007, at 6:00 p.m., will focus on Friday Evening 
(Erev Shabbat) observance.  We will begin our evening with 
a traditional Shabbat evening dinner (prepared by our very 

own Shelly Levinson), and will include the traditions of 
candle lighting, reciting Kiddush (the blessing over the 
wine) and the Motzi (the blessing over bread).  Relevant 
materials will be provided so that those present can ob-
serve these traditions at home.  The cost for the dinner 
will be $12.00 for adults and $6.00 for children under 8. 

At 7:30 p.m., we will enter the sanctuary.  The worship 
service (one that we have frequently utilized) provides 
explanations for various prayers and why they occur 
when they do in the siddur (prayerbook).  There will be 
a lot of singing, as well as opportunities to ask questions 
about the prayers and prayer in general. 

On January 26th, the mini-course will continue with a 
traditional Shabbat shacharit (morning) service, includ-
ing Torah reading and discussion, followed by a deli-
cious “Lunch and Learn” (also prepared by Shelly Lev-
inson).  This service and luncheon are also open to all 
congregants and guests.  The cost is as yet to be deter-
mined. 

Then on February 24, 2008, at 4.00 p.m., participants 
will learn how to make a terrific challa (traditional egg 
bread) and discuss Shabbat home observances.  There is 
no fee for this session.

We typically have a large 
turnout for our Sabbath eve dinners, and you won’t 
want to miss it.  As mentioned earlier, this program is 
also open to all congregants and guests.  Do join us!
