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Fruit For Thought for Tu BiSh’vat, the New Year for Trees

Tu BiSh'vat, the 15th of Shevat on the Jewish calendar
(this year, Tuesday, January 22nd 2008), is the day
that marks the beginning of a "New Year for Trees."
This is the season in which the earliest-blooming trees
in the Land of Israel emerge from their winter sleep and
begin a new fruit-bearing cycle.

Legally, the "New Year for Trees" relates to the various
tithes that must be separated from produce grown in the
Holy Land. These tithes differ from year to year in the
seven-year Shemittah cycle; the point at which a bud-
ding fruit is considered to belong to the next year of the
cycle is the 15th of Shevat.

We mark the day of Tu BiSh'vat by eating fruit, particu-
larly from the "Seven Kinds" that are singled out by the
Torah inits praise of the bounty of the Holy Land:
wheat, barley, grapes, figs, pomegranates, olives and
dates. On this day we remember that "Man is a tree of
the field" (Deuteronomy 20:19) and reflect on the les-
sons we can derive from our botanical analogue.

A Tree's New Year Resolution
By Shlomo Yaffe

Tu BiSh'vat -- the 15th of the Hebrew month of Shevat -
- is known as the "New Year for Trees." Naturally this
would be a time for trees to engage in soul-searching --
the same way people do on Rosh Hashanah. Here is a
tree's New Year Checklist:

Did | shelter the seedlings that live in my shade -- so
they will grow up to be a next generation like myself?

Did | grow towards the sun as a tree should, reaching
up higher and higher towards that which | can never
grasp, but which nurtures me all the same the more |
strive towards it?

Did | make sure my roots remain firmly planted in the
soil that nurtures them, and did | drop my leaves there
in the fall to give life back to that which sustains me?

Did | ensure that my fruits were sweet and nourished
all that came to enjoy them? Did everyone walk away
from me with a smile?

Did | bend gently in the wind, accepting what G-d
sends but never breaking or giving up hope?

Did | grow in strength and wisdom with each new
ring this year?

Come to think of it, not a bad checklist for us humans
either!  On Tu BiSh'vat we celebrate the New Year
for the trees. We eat the wonderful fruits that grow in
Israel and we pray for a fruitful and bountiful year. Join
others like yourself and celebrate your relationship by
planting trees in Israel. Trees help Israel's environment
by providing green spaces throughout the country.
They make the land beautiful, prevent soil erosion,
and produce oxygen.

For $18 per tree, a beautiful certificate is mailed to the
recipient with your own personal message. Plant trees
for all of these occasions: Birth, Bar or Bat Mitzvah,
graduation, wedding, congratula-
tions, birthday, get-well wish,
wedding or in memory of some-
one special. Over the last 100
years, JNF and its supporters
have planted over 240 million
trees in the land of Israel. Con-
